Saturn in Taurus and Scorpio
A Summary of the Qualities and Processes which Saturn Represents

1. Saturn in Relation to the Three Personality Vehicles: Saturn is closely allied to the “unprincipled” matter of the first solar system, from which the dense physical vehicle of the human being is constructed. “Saturn reveals the nature of the third aspect of divinity, the nature of intelligent substance;…” (EA 173) Further, “Saturn is in fact the correspondence to the logoic physical permanent atom.” That being the case, Saturn will have a connection to the physical permanent atom of  man. In many ways, Saturn is related to the outer physical form, just as are Mars and the Earth, itself. Saturn’s position by sign, house and aspect will reveal something of the structure of the physical form, and points of weakness within that form, just as Mars revealed points of friction and irritation which can lead to trouble.

Saturn withholds, or forces. Saturn breaks up structures which are not well built, but also blocks, obstructs, and prevents. With respect to the etheric body, Saturn will indicate those areas of the system where vitality does not flow as it should—under-vitalized areas of the etheric network. These, of course, will be responsible for health difficulties in the outer form. Thus, Mars represents an unhealthy over-intensification; Jupiter an unhealthy excess; and Saturn an unhealthy dearth. Saturn, however, can also bring regulation and balance to any system it influences, and thus can act as a preserver instead of a destroyer.

Saturn is not a planet with any real affinity for the astral nature, where it represents control and discipline, or inhibition and blockage. Of course, Saturn is just what many astral natures need, for, initially, before transmutation and transformation, emotional restraint is required. Saturn is applied to the desire nature on the path of discipleship, whereon mental polarization must be achieved. Negatively, Saturn in relation to the astral body can cause the crystallization of patterns of emotional response, which become obstructive emotional habits. A flow of transformed feeling under the influence of love is desirable, but Saturn so often blocks this very flow. In short, Saturn in relation to the astral nature is often problematic and emotionally uncomfortable, but highly useful in discipleship training. 

Saturn, however, has great affinity with the concrete mind, for it rules the throat center and is indispensable in the creation of thoughtforms. Saturn plays a significant role in so many mental operations, where it facilitates the processes of clarification, definition, crystallization and choice. Its energy helps to stabilize the aspirant achieve a stable polarization within the lower mind, where it serves as a regulator of personality process.
2. Saturn in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: In a way, Saturn is the personality, just as Jupiter is the soul. Saturn relates to the third divine aspect, as does the personality. Saturn (as representative of the third ray) is a Lord of “Time and Space”. The personality is a time-space structure, concretized for the purpose of eventual soul expression in the three worlds. Saturn, which promotes definite boundaries, is related to the personal ego, with its definitely limited, individual identity. The place and function of this personal ego is ruled by Saturn, for Saturn rules purpose, plan and dharma. Every personality has a definite and, necessarily, limited part to play. The energy of Saturn helps to define that part, and gives the grit and persistence to play the part responsibly.
3. Saturn and the Presentation of Opportunity on the Path of Discipleship: Opportunity, in relation to Saturn, is the opportunity to face and overcome obstacles. From this perspective, an easy life, is not an opportune life. In facing difficult situations and crises, Saturn enables the individual to exercise “free choice, discriminative pioneering, wise response and correct decision, thus bringing about the destruction of that which hinders without relinquishing any of the true values of which humanity may be aware.” (EA 148-149) Saturn in each sign will present a different kind ‘opportunity-as-test’.
4. Saturn and Choices to be Made and Destruction to be Endured in order to Promote a Freer Expression of the Soul: Saturn applies pressure and forces conformity to a high standard. If structures are not sound, they break. During the course of any incarnation, many internal structures and outer creations for which the individual may be responsible, are “put to the test”. If they are not well-built, they cannot form the foundation of the higher life, and it is better that they break, sooner rather than later.
5. As “the sacred planets endeavour to fuse the personality and make it the instrument of the soul and the non-sacred planets influence more specifically the form nature”, how does Saturn, a sacred planet, fuse the personality and make it a responsible instrument of the soul in this particular sign, by enforcing the law(s) of the soul, and assisting in the fulfillment of the Purpose, Plan and Dharma conceived by the soul?: The soul has a purpose and plan for the incarnation of each personality. When the human soul within the personality realizes that purpose or plan, it also realizes its dharma, which it is obliged to carry forward—responsibly.
Additional Thoughts About the Meaning of Saturn
1. Saturn and the Carrying of Burdens:
Saturn enforces the carrying of burdens; where Saturn is found, by sign and house position, there will be definite “weights” in the life. A responsible person within society must take his proper place within the social structure (or establishment) and bear and uphold the difficulties incident to the function assumed. Saturn is the planet of social responsibility

2. Saturn as Work in the World:
Saturn demands that every person shall carry part of the weight of world burden. To carry one’s fair share requires serious concentration, work, sweat, strain, endurance and hard-edged realism. Saturn represents one’s work in the world—work within the matter of the three worlds of human evolution.

3. Saturn in Relation to Two Types of Laws:
Under Saturn, natural law is enforced; as well, when the point of evolution is sufficient, the Laws of the Soul are enforced. Under Saturn, one functions within the law, and squares every action with the law. According to the sign, house placement and aspects of Saturn , one discovers that, beyond which, it is difficult or impossible to move until the law has been fulfilled. 

4. Saturn in Relation to Duty:
Similarly, Saturn “blocks” until duty is fulfilled and the residual obligation no longer exists; after the fulfillment of duty indicated by the Saturnian blockage, release comes.

5. Saturn in Relation to Obligation:
Wherever Saturn is placed (by sign or house) an obligation is sense. Work and intelligent action are indicated, and pressure is to be expected. Duty calls. Duty fulfilled builds spiritual strength.

6. Saturn Leads to Union:
Saturn, the planet of Law leads to yoga or union if the Law if fulfilled.

7. Saturn in Relation to Fate, Karma and Accountability:
Saturn is the planet of fate (Karma), and fate is karmic law holding one “to account” for ones internal and external deeds. . If one is to number oneself among the hierarchy of ‘building souls’, one must pay all karmic debts, and thus be free to build and create. Thus it is that Saturn produces ‘crises of accountability’, forcing people to face up to the consequences of their past and present actions in order, upon payment, to liberate them.

8. Saturn in Relation to Insufficiency, Inadequacy and Compensation:
Wherever Saturn is placed (by sign or house), an insufficiency, short-coming or “draw-back” is sensed. That inadequacy can be a negative factor when it comes to the task of uniting soul and personality, or it can act as the spur to compensatory achievement of a high order.

9. Saturn, the Builder:
In general, it could be aid that Saturn enjoins to build well and truly and in conformity to the law.

10. Saturn and the Cross:
Under Saturn, one “bears one’s cross”. To “carry one’s cross” or “bear one’s cross” means that one is earning the right to the Crucifixion. The individual is lifting matter up to the top of Mount Golgotha, so that one day he may “stand” upon matter—it will be mastered, hence  “under foot”.

11. Of Saturn in the Signs:
Of Saturn in a sign it could be said,  “You have the inclination to, the ability to, the obligation to…”

12. Of Saturn in the Houses:
Of Saturn in a house it could be said,  “It is expected of you that you will…”

13. Saturn, the Balance Point Between Personal and Impersonal Indications:
Saturn is the balance point beyond which it is not usually personally meaningful to discuss planets in signs, unless a planet is in high focus, unless a person is upholding a responsibility for all those who are born with the trans-Saturnian planets in the same signs. Such as an intensely public figure representative of the quality of a particular planet in a sign.

Saturn in Taurus or Saturn in Relation to Taurus:

(from Esoteric Astrology)

Specific Expressions of Saturn in Taurus
Saturn in Taurus:

1. Saturn (in Taurus) in Relation to the Three Personality Vehicles: Congestion and insufficient vitalization may occur in relation to the throat and the throat center, as well as in the polar organ system—the organs of reproduction and elimination. Taurus is a sign associated much with the treasure of prana, the flow of which may be restricted under this combination—or, perhaps, saved under the Law of Economy (Saturn). There is much of tamas in both Taurus and Saturn, for they are related to the dense material element. This is, therefore, a weighty combination, at times heavy and oppressive, restricting movement, with a tendency to sit and remain sitting. Of course, the tamasic aspect gives way to the rajasic as evolution proceeds; with respect to this combination, inactivity changes into careful, solid action.

From the perspective of rays and chakras, Saturn transmits the third ray and conditions the throat center of disciples; Taurus, for all degrees of individuals, also relates to the throat. For some, earlier in evolution, there may be the inhibition of speech; later in evolutionary development, there will be purposeful speech reflecting the building of solid thoughtforms.

Taurus (the sign of desire) is powerful in relation to the body of desire—the astral body. There may be suppression and inhibition of desire, or perhaps, a fixation with respect to certain desires, for Saturn crystallizes (a preferred method of destruction on the first ray), and Taurus (as well as Saturn) tend towards repetition and routinization. Habitual emotional responses may obstruct emotional freedom and spontaneity (for Saturn contrasts strongly with spontaneous Uranus, and Taurus squares Uranus, in which Uranus rules). The free flow of feelings and emotions may be blocked, as brooding (a favorite Taurean activity) builds up energy which is released in the proverbial Taurean loss of temper. At first there may be much heaviness in the astral body; later in the cycle of lives, one carefully chooses (Saturn) one’s desires (Taurus) according to one’s values (Taurus). The value system may be conservative and stable—little given to change. One desires what one wills to desire; the desire body is regulated. This would be a useful combination to promote objectives which have to be achieved in the second initiation.

Saturn in Taurus eventually stabilizes the concrete mind, rendering it knowledgeable and realistic, but in early evolutionary days may contribute to unresponsiveness or dull stupidity—tamas again. The mind will be concrete, indeed, focussed on form, preferring to think about tangible things. Later in the evolutionary period, the disciple can carefully (Saturn) build (Taurus) thought-vehicles to contain the light and express the light. The ambition (Saturn) to acquire knowledge (Taurus) will be pronounced. One’s sense of security may be founded upon mental possessions, but the Saturn in Taurus person may feel inadequate in this regard, and continue living in a spirit of “mental acquisitiveness”.
2. Saturn (in Taurus) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: Crystallization, routinization and non-responsiveness are strong possibilities in early evolutionary days. Much will depend, of course, on how focal Saturn in Taurus may be in the astrological chart(s). The personality may labor under a sense of material and personal poverty. Taurus rules acquisition, and Saturn restrains. Personality life may be lived in the effort to acquire what seems to be lacking. Negatively, envy may rule—the other person will always seem to “have more”. Self-will and a general attitude of obstructiveness may be pronounced.

Later, desires (Taurus) are regulated (Saturn), the value system (Taurus) made to conform (Saturn) to higher purpose, and the personality is freed (by self-chosen restraint) from the bondage of indulgence. The disciple builds purposefully, and lives a regulated and constructive life. His desires (Taurus) are now in line (Saturn) with the Plan (Saturn).
3. Saturn (in Taurus) and the Presentation of Opportunity on the Path of Discipleship: If opportunity is the presentation of difficulty, and if “obstacles are possibilities”, this combination is full of possibilities. Situations of insufficiency are presented, and these lead to resourcefulness. Obdurate circumstances are presented, and these lead to intelligent persistence and endurance. Vulcan, co-ruler of Taurus, rules the “will-to-persist”, and Saturn, used wisely, only strengthens this persistence. Opportunity is the presence of that which is “in the way”; its removal builds virtue and balances the karmic scales. Saturn in Taurus can turn obstructive stubbornness and self-will into dogged determination and a rhythmically applied counter-force which wears down the resistant obstacle. One frequent message to the Saturn in Taurus person is, “You cannot easily have what you want. Struggle until you get it.” At length, through patience, regulated (Saturn) struggle (Taurus), and steady, persistent application, Saturn in Taurus enables the aspiring, idealistic disciple to prevail—converting insufficiency into acquisition.
4. Saturn (in Taurus) and the Choices to be Made and Destruction to be Endured in order to Promote a Freer Expression of the Soul: The choices relate to desires and values. What is worth having? What is worth pursuing? Taurus is the sign of incentive. Does the promise of personal satisfaction offer incentive? Or are the inducements to self-expenditure presented from higher dimensions? Essentially, will desire lead ‘downwards’ into bondage and inertia, or ‘upwards’ (via aspiration) into freedom?

Saturn in Taurus works long and hard to acquire what is desired. Perhaps, however, if the acquisition have been of little value, they will not withstand Saturn’s first ray pressure, and will be destroyed or taken away. If one is deprived of what one wants sufficiently often, one begins to carefully examine what one wants, to determine if it is really what one needs.
5. As “the sacred planets endeavour to fuse the personality and make it the instrument of the soul and the non-sacred planets influence more specifically the form nature”, how does Saturn, a sacred planet, fuse the personality and make it a responsible instrument of the soul in this particular sign? How does it enforce the law(s) of the soul, and assist in the fulfillment of the Purpose, Plan and Dharma conceived by the soul?: If the instincts are restrained and regulated; if proper food is eaten; if desires are evaluated according to a system of soul values; if thoughts are wisely constructed supporting soul life rather than feeding low desire, then the personality vehicles will fuse under the supervision of the soul (rather than cleave, one from the other). The soul lives in a world of “great light”, responsive to the “Greatest Light”. It knows the meaning of spiritual worth. It seeks to build the personality in such a way that infusing soul-presence can be supported without personality collapse. Saturn in Taurus contributes to the enforcement of soul values, helping the personality to undertake a cautious and wise program of edification. The indicated spiritual attitude might be summed up on the words, “choose desires wisely”—and “build your life accordingly”.

Saturn in Scorpio or Saturn in Relation to Scorpio:

(from Esoteric Astrology)

Specific Expressions of Saturn in Scorpio 
1. Saturn (in Scorpio) in Relation to the Etheric-Physical Vehicle: Congestion and insufficient vitalization may occur in relation to the genital organs or the organs of elimination (including the lower bowel). Obstruction in the bowel must be guarded against. The major centers involved are the sacral center (and related minor centers) and also the center at the base of the spine (which is ruled not only by Pluto, but by Mars—“kundalini latent”).

Scorpio can be associated with negative energy, as can Saturn (ruler of the third divine aspect the momentum of which seeks to retard the expression of the second aspect). Saturn in Scorpio  is associated with concentrations of such negative energy. Narcosis and miasms in general begin in the etheric body before they every reach the dense physical nature. Saturn with Scorpio may indicate morbid areas within the etheric system, which, if not cleansed, de-congested and regenerated, can undermine the health of the whole. Perhaps every system in the three worlds carries it own “seeds of death”.
2. Saturn (in Scorpio) in Relation to the Astral Vehicle: The “dens of evil” are said to be concentrated within the astral world. The analogy within the astral body of the individual human unit, are areas of concentrated emotional negativity—hardened negativities which, at length, can poison or even destroy the entire system. Saturn (with its first ray power) is the crystallizer and all crystallizations become, at length, obstructions. Hardened negative attitudes (the proverbial “hard feelings”), the grudges, cultivated animosities, sustained resentments—all these are conditions of morbidity within the sentient vehicle, preventing it from serving as an instrument for the expression of soul love.

These selfish, negative attitudes and desires must be overcome. There is much danger, however, in the some methods chosen for overcoming. Suppression is one such method. (About repression, which is unconscious, there is very little that can be done until—through professional or soul-administered psychological therapy—it becomes conscious.) But suppression can be noticed and corrected. Essentially, suppression is the “putting down” of emotional conditions which, for one thing, are incompletely understood, and for another, are feared. The personal ego knows that such selfish, negative emotional attitudes are destructive, but fears it cannot handle them. So the personal will suppresses  them. While this gets them “out of the way” for a while, the conditions only go ‘underground’ where they grow in malefic strength, only to erupt in a form far less controllable than earlier. 

The suppressive method, so associated with Saturn in Scorpio, is associated with the disease, cancer. The following statement from the Tibetan makes this clear:

“…as the race develops right emotional control we shall see the gradual disappearance of the phenomena of cancer.  I said right emotional control; inhibition and the suppression of the desire impulses by the force of the will is not right control.” (EH 60)

“Cancer is a disease most definitely related to the centres, and it will be found that the centre in the area wherein the cancer exists is overactive, with a consequent increase of energy pouring through the related bodily substance.  This energy and the overstimulation of a centre can be due not only to the activity of the centre and its consequent radiation, but also the suppression imposed by the mind upon any activity of a particular centre.  This brings about a damming up of energy, and again we have the creation of too much concentrated energy in any particular area.  One of the main sources of cancer as related to the sacral centre, and therefore to the sex organs, has been the well-intentioned suppression of the sex life, and of all thought connected with the sex life, by misguided aspirants;…” (EH 239)
 
And further:
“The same thing can be said about the violent inhibition imposed by an aspirant upon all emotional reactions and feelings.  In their effort to control the astral body, these people resort to a process of direct inhibition and suppression.  That suppression makes of the solar plexus centre a great reservoir of drastically retained energy.  Transmutation of the emotions into aspiration and love and directed control is not present, and the existence of this vibrant reservoir of power brings about cancer of the stomach, of the liver, and sometimes of the entire area of the abdomen.  I simply mention these causes (overactivity of a centre and the retention of energy, unexpressed and inhibited) as fruitful sources of cancer.” (EH 239-240)

Saturn in Scorpio is dangerous in relation to cancer of the sexual organs and bowel; Saturn in Cancer is similarly dangerous in relation to the stomach, liver, etc., as described above. Clearly, transmutation, elevation and creativity are more suitable antidotes to the management of powerful emotional forces (among them, negative emotional forces) that direct suppression.

Fortunately, Saturn is not only a first ray planet, but distributes even more strongly the creative third ray, the Ray of Creative Intelligence. Therefore, there are other more creative solutions available to the Saturn in Scorpio person—especially since third-ray Saturn rules the third-ray throat center, towards which the sexual energies (Scorpio) must be lifted.

Saturn, therefore is not at all a proscription against creativity. Mozart, for instance, one of the most prolific musical geniuses humanity has produced, had Saturn in the fifth house of his natal chart. The fifth house relates directly to the creative life, and refers here to the brilliant structure (Saturn) of his creations rather than to a musical version of “writer’s block”!

Upon the Fixed Cross, and once the method of direct suppression has been abandoned, Saturn helps the disciple manage the astral vehicle and its desires with intelligent creativity according to soul law. Yes, there is emotional regulation, and negativity is not allowed to express destructively, but there are also applied rules and procedures for breaking up the negativity, and for elevating its energy to the throat center. We could call the approach, one of ‘controlled release’.
3. Saturn (in Scorpio) in Relation to the Lower Mental Vehicle: Upon the Mutable Cross, Saturn in Scorpio can produce the selfish, materialistic mind, intent upon the fulfillment of low desire. This combination is a power indicator, and, at first, the Saturn in Scorpio person will seek the acquisition of power for itself alone. There may be a certain ruthless quality to the thinking; the first ray potentials of both Saturn and Scorpio will make it easier for such a person to “do whatever is necessary” to achieve his ends.

As evolution proceeds, the mind, in Scorpio becomes active in two ways: firstly as an intellectual instrument aiding in  the control of the astral body, and in the process of release from low desire; and secondly, as an illumined instrument which aids in the release from “surrounding world glamour”. (EA 180) Saturn, a planet much associated with intelligence, can certainly play a role in both processes. As an agent of control, Saturn is undisputed; this relates to the first process. In relation to the second process, Saturn helps the disciple realistically face whatever glamors the illumined mind (under hierarchical Mercury) may reveal. 
4. Saturn (in Scorpio) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole:  Saturn in Scorpio produces a serious person who realizes that “life is not a game”. The stakes are high, and correct decisions (Saturn) can mean the difference between life and death (Scorpio). A focal Saturn in Scorpio can be hard, materialistic and cruel in the extreme. The Hydra is in control, and Saturn (looking ‘down’ rather than ‘up’) seeks no reason why this Hydra should not be gratified. Such a combination, unregulated, can contribute to what the Tibetan has called, the “Monster. Unity of Selfishness.” (EA 333) 

But, of course, the potential for positivity is equally great. We must remember that Scorpio transmits the fourth ray of Harmony through Conflict, and is, therefore, a sign of extremes. 

“Extremes ever meet in the disciple who stands at this midway point or at the centre of the Fixed Cross in Scorpio.” (EA 225) “In Scorpio, the purificatory waters of testing and trials are applied. This takes place upon the Fixed Cross and their effect is drastic in the extreme.” (EA 287)

Scorpio is the sign of triumph, and Saturn is the planet of law. With this combination, the advanced individual knows that if he carefully follows the laws of the soul, facing his negativity realistically and bravely, he will triumph. Here then, is the individual who will not let himself “get away with anything”. The movements of the Hydra are always countered; the surveillance constant, the attitude exacting. If Scorpio is the sign of “Test, Trial and Triumph”  and Saturn is the planet of testing (EA 138), then the combination, Saturn in Scorpio, is peculiarly representative of the Path of Discipleship, and peculiarly powerful upon that Path.
5. Saturn (in Scorpio) and the Presentation of Opportunity on the Path of Discipleship: On the Path of Discipleship, presented difficulty is presented opportunity. The Hydra represents man’s great difficulty, his ancient and continuous opponent—until defeated. For the Saturn in Scorpio person, there is no escape from the presentation of negativity. The tendency of Saturn is to “do something about it”. Under this combination, the disciple realizes he is always being tested, thus he remains alert, realistic, and ready to proceed against the enemy according to the ancient rules. He is not foolish; he does not over-estimate himself. He has been defeated before, perhaps many times, and is now determined to win. His way is not easy. Obstruction seems to meet him with every step. But at least he faces evil within himself (and others) and is not naively deceived into thinking he as triumphed, when he has not. At length, through the cautious approach, the triumph will be his.
6. Saturn (in Scorpio) and Choices to be Made and Destruction to be Endured in order to Promote a Freer Expression of the Soul: The choices are between evident good and evil. This is an intelligent combination; Saturn is intelligent and Scorpio knows how to “get what it wants”. If the path chosen is the negative path, then there is enough cunning to ensure a temporary success. But we are speaking here of discipleship and its ongoing tests. The choice in such cases concerns how seriously (Saturn) one engages in the process of transformation (Scorpio). The responsibility (Saturn) is one’s own. No one can face the Hydra for another. Faults or weaknesses can be indicated for good motive, but the testing belongs to each alone. The choice is really between two contrasting orders of life—one anciently established and long familiar; the other new. The question is: “Are you really serious about soul-control; even if it means the death of desire, and more—the death of the personality”? “Just how serious are you?”

The destruction to be endured under the pressure of Saturn is the destruction of vice. The Hydra is an “existing condition” which must be broken up to produce greater freedom of soul expression. The important thing is, that under this influence, there is no evasion. The enemy is clearly seen, and it is oneself. Although the enemy is an enemy, there is pain in its defeat, because a cherished (though unworthy) part of ourselves is defeated with it. In the case of the true disciple, Saturn in Scorpio indicates that one has the grit and stamina to endure the destruction.
7. As “the sacred planets endeavour to fuse the personality and make it the instrument of the soul and the non-sacred planets influence more specifically the form nature”, how does Saturn, a sacred planet, fuse the personality and make it a responsible instrument of the soul in this particular sign? How does it enforce the law(s) of the soul, and assist in the fulfillment of the Purpose, Plan and Dharma conceived by the soul?: The nine heads of the Hydra are forces of disintegration, preventing fusion. Once these heads (and their ancillaries) are defeated, fusion is a natural process. Instead of conflict and division under Scorpio, the harmony aspect of its fourth ray supervenes, and the personal forces are harmoniously blended.

Scorpio represents the overbearing will of the soul, pushing its personality to the proverbial “edge”. There is no room to maneuver; there is no “slack”. Saturn only reinforces the Scorpionic intent, making it impossible for the personality to escape its fate. The personality, under Scorpio, is the “Warrior”; further, the personality has agreed to let the “Inner Warrior” fight the battle within and through the personality. The tiny personal ego cannot win; Mars and Pluto cannot win alone. One thing the personality can do in this final battle is to be humble, and it is this humility that Saturn (in relation to Scorpio) helps to enforce. Saturn in Scorpio will do whatever is necessary to win. In this case, it is necessary to kneel, which means, psychologically, to see all things in proper proportion; to realize the magnitude of the forces arrayed against one; to realize the limitations of one’s personal powers; to realize that higher forces await to assist if one will only allow them in. It is realistic Saturn which helps the disciple to “take the steps” to kneel.
A Few Miscellaneous Meanings of Saturn in Scorpio:

a. the effect of the Triadal Lives (ruled by Saturn) upon the Fourth Creative Hierarchy (ruled by Scorpio)

b. atma in relation to buddhi

c. chastening effects of karma; hidden retributive karma
d. determination to face one’s negativity and negative karma

e. making the necessary sacrifices for the sake of the Plan

f. fulfilling karmic requirements before transformation is possible

g. the stern requirements to be met by those who would tread the Path of Discipleship

h. transformation (Scorpio) through discipline (Saturn)
i. detachment from negativity
j. breaking-up resistant negative conditions

k. restraining negative instinct; suppressing but not understanding negative forces

l. realism about human negativity

m. firmness in dealing with the opponent

n. investing and acquiring according to law (Saturn) 

o. see that you make the necessary sacrifices

p. intelligent manipulation for selfish financial purposes

q. determined selfishness

r. hardship and survival issues; survivalism; doing what you must to survive

s. deep-seated emotional blockages

t. pathologies arising through suppression
u. humanity’s Dweller; the Forces of Obstruction
v. the Black Lodge blocking (Saturn) human progress (Humanity ruled by Scorpio)
