Jupiter in Cancer and Capricorn

Jupiter in Cancer or Jupiter in Relation to Cancer:

(from Esoteric Astrology)

1. Jupiter and Neptune are Exalted in Cancer:
“Two planets are exalted in this sign, Jupiter and Neptune. As this is the sign of rebirth, these two planets indicate the successful development and eventual use of the form aspect and the development of psychic sensitivity both in the higher and the lower senses. (EA 341)
2. Jupiter in Cancer—Successful Form Building:
These are important developments for the soul who has chosen to incarnate. The building of adequate forms and the use and control of form are essential if there is to be wise and right cooperation with the Plan of God. Jupiter guarantees this in Cancer from the very initial stage of birth. Love as relationship to divinity and wisdom as relationship to form lie behind the soul’s intent. In space and time, for long aeons, form controls and hides the soul. This is equally true in regard to the fluid psychic nature. These (the form aspect and the psychic nature) reach an eventual concrete perfection in Capricorn to become again in Cancer the perfect instrument of service which the initiate wields as he seeks to render mass service instead of being involved and lost in the mass.” (EA 341)
Specific Expressions of Jupiter in Cancer
1. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Three Personality Vehicles: Jupiter and Cancer contributes to ease of expression upon the physical plane. This combination is the exaltation of Jupiter and, through it, the physical vehicle is, as it were, blessed—the strictly physical incarnation of the soul made somewhat easier and more comfortable. Circumstances conspire to meet the body’s needs and further its general welfare. The health of the physical mechanism is promoted, if excessive eating is avoided. The powers of healing and regeneration are strong. The body becomes a vehicle for successful manifestation.

Jupiter in Cancer promotes the fulfillment of material desire. Expectations within the field of form life are met. Later in the evolutionary cycle, this combination fills the astral nature with humanitarian feelings, for Jupiter is kind and benevolent, and Cancer connects to all of humanity (EA 332). The “sympathetic faculties”, over which Jupiter presides (EA 646), are awakened, the sentient nature becoming a successful reflector of oceanic (Cancer) buddhic love (Jupiter).

In the lower mental nature, the retentive faculties are expanded, the memory greatly improved. Older, may be seen as better, and thoughts turn towards the preservation of traditional values, or even the values of antiquity. Cancer transmits the third and seventh rays, and is particularly, a sign of manifestation. Jupiter (also associated with the seventh ray) promotes this Will-to-Manifest.  With Jupiter in Cancer, thought finds its way quite easily into embodiment (far more so than when prolific Jupiter is in the sign of sign of mental diversity, Gemini). This is a good combination for a white magician—someone seeking, consciously, to bring the soul and its world into demonstrated presence and power upon the physical plane.
2. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: . At first the quest for material fulfillment may be all absorbing. The personality desires, and Jupiter in Cancer successfully fulfills these desires—in form. At length, upon the Fixed Cross, this combination creates the generous, providential personality—preserving, protecting, supporting. The spirit/soul seeks to make the material world hospitable to spiritual intent; once day, spirit/soul must successfully express through matter. Matter must adjust to and comply with the laws of the spirit and the laws of the soul. Jupiter in Cancer renders the world of matter/form more compliant to the patterns of spirit/soul, offering a relatively open door—in the lower worlds—for the free expression of the higher. Christ had no place to “lay his head”; His birth occurred in Capricorn (the initial dense materiality of which is extremely resistant to the presence of the second aspect). Jupiter in Cancer (at least upon the Fixed Cross) opens the door to the Christ, and provides Him with a pillow for His head (if not a comfortable room, instead of a manger). 
3. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Fusion of Soul and Personality: As the Tibetan has stated, “the building of adequate forms and the use and control of form are essential if there is to be wise and right cooperation with the Plan of God. Jupiter guarantees this in Cancer from the very initial stage of birth.” (EA 341) If the form is inviting and well-prepared for the soul, the soul can more easily “take up its abode” within the form—in matter. Soul infusion is the bringing together of two dimensions—one ruled by the third aspect of divinity, and the other, and higher, by the second. At first these worlds are in conflict; later they are in alternation; at last come integration and then fusion. Matter/form must be especially sensitized (over time) for the descent of soul, and this, the love-wisdom of Jupiter promotes. This combination invites the god within the higher chamber into the lower chamber, seeking, as much as possible, to accommodate the higher god below. The true focus of second-ray Jupiter is the soul; Jupiter in Cancer helps the soul “reach down” into the worlds of form, and embrace and uplift the lower elemental kingdoms—including them within its sphere. It is all a question of the hospitality of the form for the soul, and the inclusion of the form by the redeeming, uplifting soul. Thus, soul-personality fusion eventuates.
4. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Synthesis of Human Dualities—Head/Heart; Mind/Love; Will/Wisdom: Jupiter fuses and blends; Cancer fuses and blends, bringing diverse elements “under one roof”, so to speak. Jupiter in Cancer provides the ‘chamber of fusion’ or the alchemical retort in which these unions may occur. The third ray of intelligence pours through Cancer, and the seventh ray, in one of its modes, is also linked to intelligence. But in this sign, a balancing compassion (through Neptune and Jupiter) also prevails. Under this combination the dualities are brought together, particularly for expression through the form. “Embodying fusing-dualities successfully through form”—thus is the meaning of Jupiter in Cancer succinctly expressed.
5. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Means by which the Expansion of Consciousness may be Sought: This combination in characterized by the Will-to-Wholeness. The completion of the perfect sphere is sought. The Will-to-Inclusion is carried to great lengths; the consciousness searches the field to ensure that nothing (no one and no place) has been ignored or over-looked. In Cancer, “the Whole is seen as One.” (EA 332) Exalted Jupiter in Cancer enhances this vision of wholeness. Through the ‘Will-to-Embrace Wholeness’, the consciousness of the Whole grows and continues to expand.
6. Jupiter (in Cancer) in Relation to the Fulfillment of Desire and the Satisfaction of Demand—1) initially, fulfillment for the little self; then . 2) fulfillment of desire for the good of the whole—a fulfillment achieved through the outgoing expression of love: On the Mutable Cross, Jupiter in Cancer gives the fulfillment of desire for objects of form. Without undue labor or frustration, one receives (in form)  that which one wishes to have. Conditions (as one desires them) materialize. One is fulfilled—materially.

Later, the disciple/initiate becomes the one who lovingly and compassionately uplifts the mass consciousness and mass conditions. The disciple feels fulfilled when humanity’s welfare is successfully served. Generosity pours forth to those in need, and the effects of that generosity returns to the giver as still greater ‘abundance-in-form’. Philanthropy is especially indicated. Under this combination, the ‘needs-in-form’ of the disciple/initiate are abundantly fulfilled, so that, through generosity, he can enhance the expression of the ‘soul-through-form’ for others, by helping them fulfill their ‘needs-in-form’.
7. Miscellaneous Meanings of Jupiter in Cancer:

a. Jupiter in Cancer contributes to the growth of buddhic consciousness. Jupiter and Neptune are both exalted in Cancer. Neptune is directly related to the buddhic plane. (cf. TCF 899) Jupiter transmits the second ray which is the ray of buddhi. Cancer is associated with the Pleiades, not only in the material sense, but with that aspect of the Pleiades which transmits cosmic buddhi.

b. Jupiter in Cancer enhances the benevolent impulse.

c. Jupiter in Cancer promises the fulfillment-in-form of the purpose of the incarnation
d. Jupiter in Cancer is related to the Principle of Compensation, through which the privations of the past are restored.
e. Jupiter in Cancer is a parental indication.
f. Jupiter in Cancer, when prominent in the chart, can indicate the tendency to be born into a good environment. This naturally depends upon the general conditions of the society into which the individual is born.
g. Under Jupiter in Cancer, loving-understanding is developed through the cultivation and responsible application of the protective, parental instinct. A deep and compassionate understanding of life grows through attention to the immediate survival needs of those who are dependent.

h. Under Jupiter in Cancer, one gives protection to others and receives protection from others.

i. Jupiter in Cancer is a providential combination. One provides for the welfare of one’s own forms, and for the welfare of the forms of others. One also receives from others and the environment, that which helps to fulfill one’s form life.

j. Jupiter in Cancer contributes to one’s own personality fulfillment, and confers the ability to help others reach personality fulfillment.

k. Under Jupiter in Cancer, depth of understanding, and the growth of the causal aura proceed through experience gained from close and intimate ties. The family setting is often the scene of growth.

l. Under Jupiter in Cancer there is a strong tendency to promote the welfare of family, of those who are familiar, and, in general, of those with whom one shares the closeness of instinctual life.

m. A directive for the Jupiter in Cancer person could be expressed as follows: “Provide for others, so they may be fulfilled.” One method of providence is actually to provide tangible vehicles of expression for others—including physical bodies! 

n. Jupiter in Cancer is adept at promoting the personal, emotional happiness on others

o. Jupiter in Cancer indicates a full yet uplifted solar plexus response.

p. If the individual in Cancer is to “build a lighted house”, those with Jupiter in Cancer ensure that it is a big lighted house, pervaded by abundant spiritual hospitality. The ashram, itself, could be conceived as ruled by the combination, Jupiter in Cancer, for the ashram is, from one perspective, a ‘place of benevolent refuge’.

q. Jupiter in Cancer may contribute to the sense of a comfortable incarnation. One may escape the feeling that the personality forms cramp the consciousness, since there are, figuratively, many rooms in the house of personality.

r. Jupiter in Cancer is the combination which correlates with Christ’s statement: “In my Father’s house, there are many mansions.”

s. Negatively, Jupiter in Cancer can be overly protective and wrongly “enabling”.

t. Negatively, Jupiter in Cancer promotes the growth of the instinctual, lunar life. The lunar vehicles are simply allowed to grow in power.

Jupiter in Capricorn or Jupiter in Relation to Capricorn:

(from Esoteric Astrology)

· Jupiter Falls in Capricorn:
“Jupiter, which has been the ruler of Pisces and also of Aquarius, falls in this sign. This fall must be studied from two angles, for Jupiter in its lowest aspect gives the fulfillment of desire and satisfied demand, whilst in its highest Jupiter is the outgoing expression of love, which attracts magnetically to itself that which is desired ‑ this time for the good of the whole. In Capricorn, therefore, Jupiter reaches its lowest point of expression in the densest material aspect, and then ‑ as love and selflessness triumph ‑ this lowest aspect vanishes and disappears. It is to the “fall” of the highest aspect that the symbolism refers, and then later to the fall or disappearance of all that is base and low. Love is fallen and blinded when desire is rampant; desire vanishes when love triumphs.” (EA 171)
Specific Expressions of Jupiter in Capricorn
1. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Three Personality Vehicles: Jupiter is not usually considered fortunately placed in Capricorn, unless the position is interpreted esoterically. It can do the body no harm, however, strengthening the skeletal structure, and, in general, uplifting and lightening the Capricornian tendency to be earth-bound, and offering a fuller life upon the physical plane than might otherwise be the case.  Capricorn distributes the seventh ray most powerfully; this ray is linked to the seventh or lowest world, the physical-etheric plane. Jupiter, also, is a distributor of the seventh ray This combination, therefore, is resonant to the physical level and tends to make the person well-established and at home in the lowest world. Survival, a primary Capricornian concern, becomes easier. Because of the double seven, this combination will add to the general vitality. Capricorn is a ‘survivor’—hardy, but not robust. Under Capricorn the etheric nature will tend to function economically and efficiently. Jupiter expands these possibilities, and adds a sense of well-being to the efficient functioning.

Upon the Mutable Cross, when under Jupiter in Capricorn, one’s hopes for fulfillment lie in the material world. Jupiter is expansive and uplifting, but the density and materialism of the Capricornian atmosphere “hold it down”, confining its vision to material expectation. One’s kingdom is “of this world”; one’s satisfactions, however wide their range, are confined to the three lower planes, with most emphasis upon the lowest. The person cannot become overly hopeful about apparently ‘unreal’ things. Later in the evolutionary cycle however, there is a reorientation of desire into aspiration. The urge for growth “in this world” is transformed into the ‘aspiration for elevation’. Let us remember that Capricorn has everything to do with the urge towards elevation, and rules a Law of the Soul (the Law of Group Progress) which is also called the “Law of Elevation” (TCF 1217) The desires are uplifted (Jupiter) and elevated (Capricorn) and oriented towards high principles and essentials. Dispassion and impersonality are understood not coldly (Saturn), but kindly (Jupiter). The quality of true, compassionate, generous love enters the astral nature, as Jupiter (a planet of love) “falls away” from its lower, material expression. One aspires to realization upon the heights, and for full-scope of expression (Jupiter) in the higher light (Capricorn)

On the Mutable Cross, this combination helps the person think successfully in material terms. Cause and effect relations with an entire system are envisioned, and many responsibilities are coordinated. One has the mind to manage well, but one’s thinking is still confined to the business of this world, and the person knows little of and cares little for “his Father’s business”, as did the Christ at an early age. Later in the cycle, the thoughts are uplifted. The individual also become highly principled and moral in this thinking. The beneficence (Jupiter) of the Plan (Capricorn) is understood. The disciple thinks widely (Jupiter) yet practically; (Capricorn) in terms of spiritual achievement.
2. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Personality as a Whole: In general, this combination offers “worldly success”, though may suppress the joy which should accompany it. Under the influence, ambition rise. One does not set his sites too high. The Saturn of Capricorn tempers the expansiveness of Jupiter; goals must be achievable and tangible. One symbol for this combination is “Big Business”. Successful businesses which have expanded their operations nationally and globally, and which are a presence everywhere, represent this influence. The double-seven of Jupiter in Capricorn contributes to successful manifestation upon the physical plane. Eventually the individual can become a “pillar of the community”—one who is socially successful because of his material accomplishments. There is a capacity to undertake a broad range of responsibilities in a well-coordinated way.
3. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Fusion of Soul and Personality: The soul (Solar Angel) has a vision (Jupiter) for its personality, and seeks that the incarnated human soul will share in this vision. Soul is ever trying to expand human understanding. But the soul is also law (Capricorn) to its personality, and a disciplinarian. Perhaps, under Jupiter in Capricorn, the benevolence (Jupiter) of the soul’s discipline (Capricorn) become apparent. If the two worlds are to merge, and fulfillment come (Jupiter), then the laws of the soul (in general under Capricorn) must be followed. High morality, right conduct undertaken for good motive—these are the attitudes and behaviors which hold the structure of human society (Capricorn) together (Jupiter). There is an inner government (Capricorn) controlling and ministering to this world; it is the Spiritual Hierarchy of our planet, and its purposes are entirely benevolent (Jupiter) with respect to planetary evolution and the evolution of the human kingdom. Under Jupiter in Capricorn, the disciple (filled with impersonal spiritual love) tries to fit himself to participate in this higher work, this higher “business”. He finds his fulfillment (Jupiter) within the Plan and Purpose (Capricorn) of Hierarchy.
4. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Synthesis of Human Dualities—Head/Heart; Mind/Love; Will/Wisdom: The Divine Plan calls for balanced living. Every human faculty has its proper place in a well-structured life governed by higher law. One cannot be placed within the edifice as a “living stone”, unless one has developed both poles of these dualities and fused them. As one serves humanity and the Plan, fulfilling soul intention and, eventually, the will of the Master, one cannot serve, for instance, with the head alone or the heart alone. The demands of service (Capricorn) call for a rounded-out approach (Jupiter). In practical service, everything one has is evoked. The dualities are fused in the strenuous (Capricorn) yet joyful (Jupiter) fulfilling of one’s responsibilities—one’s dharma.
5. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Means by which the Expansion of Consciousness may be Sought: Expansion of consciousness is found in the fulfillment of one’s duties and responsibilities. One grows into fuller understanding (Jupiter) by conforming to the higher will (Capricorn), and by joyfully accepting the burden imposed by affiliation with the Hierarchy. The more spiritual responsibility one accepts, the more one fulfills these responsibilities successfully—the more one sees, knows and understands. Consciousness is expanded through arduous work.
6. Jupiter (in Capricorn) in Relation to the Fulfillment of Desire and the Satisfaction of Demand—1) initially, fulfillment for the little self; then . 2) fulfillment of desire for the good of the whole—a fulfillment achieved through the outgoing expression of love. There are few, who like the Christ in the desert, would refuse  the “world” when the “devil” offered it to him. Material advantages come to the person with this combination. The power structure (Capricorn) supports him (Jupiter); he is satisfied and rises—within the limitations which matter imposes.  Later in the process, upon the Path of Discipleship, he begins to see and understand how the love-wisdom aspect of divinity, represented by Jupiter, must be integrated into the established material structure (Capricorn). He brings kindness, generosity and understanding into structures which usually have no room for such approaches. He learns to build or manage organizations for selfless purposes. Gratitude returns to him; the world recognizes him as a benefactor. He works in a “big”, well-organized way, for the benefit of many people. The energy to continue his beneficent plans and projects returns to him (according to law)—“to those who give all, all is given.” He rises in both spiritual and temporal power because, respecting the Laws of Hierarchy, he has put love and generosity to work.
7. Miscellaneous Meanings of Jupiter in Capricorn: 

a. Jupiter in Capricorn embodies the adage found in the Agni Yoga Teaching: “It is a joy to do the Master’s work.”

b. Jupiter in Capricorn—a “Master” position.
c. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies the expansion of consciousness through the process of initiation. 

d. Jupiter in Capricorn indicates that the causal body expands greatly under the initiatory impulse. It indicates initiation (Capricorn) as the greatest method of growth. Capricorn is involved with expansion

e. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies Divine Law as the ultimate benefaction. It indicates not only Hierarchy, but, also, Shamballa Law as the source of humanity’s growth and development.

f. Jupiter in Capricorn confers growth and benefit through association with the hierarchical power structure. It is understood that one expands in every way through association with that great “chain of command”—Hierarchy.

g. Jupiter in Capricorn confers the understanding that the expansion of the life really emanates from the peaks and summits of realization.

h. Jupiter in Capricorn confers the realization that the strict, arduous disciplines imposed by Capricorn lead to the growth and expansion of consciousness.

i. Spiritually, Jupiter in Capricorn signifies a belief in the beneficence of the “Spiritual Establishment”, the (“Inner Government of the Planet”). The individual is inspired by the vision of “big government” in a spiritual sense, loving the idea of a great and expanded Hierarchy of supervising beings.

j. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies that one will grow most (Jupiter) by assuming responsibility—(whether temporal or, later, spiritual).
k. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies gain and expansion through impersonality.
l. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies the benevolent organization.
m. Jupiter in Capricorn, like is opposite Jupiter in Cancer, is an indicator of philanthropy. With Jupiter in Cancer the philanthropy may be more personal; with Jupiter in Capricorn, philanthropy will occur through organizations and foundations.

n. Jupiter in Capricorn confers a belief in the beneficence of the established power structure.

o. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies an enthusiasm for bureaucracy and for organizational expansion.
p. Jupiter in Capricorn offers the opportunity for promotion or elevation when involved in organization al work.
q. Jupiter in Capricorn is a potently magnetic force for organizational coherence.
r. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies growth through observing laws and regulations
s. Jupiter in Capricorn confers dignity and stateliness.
t. Jupiter in Capricorn may promote the love of “big government” and a belief that big government, like ‘father’, will provide.

u. Jupiter in Capricorn tends to see the state as benefactor rather than the family (Jupiter in Cancer). This combination signifies what has been called, the “welfare state”.

v. Practically and materially, Jupiter in Capricorn may signify the receiving of grants from organizations. It is a positive indication for the bestowal and receipt of (organizational) patronage. (Jupiter in Leo is also related to patronage of royal or oligarchic munificence).

w. Jupiter in Capricorn signifies that one grows through discipline and austerity.

x. Jupiter in Capricorn offers growth and benefit from associates with the highest status (whether spiritual or material status). This means, literally, benefit from those in authority.

y. Negatively, Jupiter in Capricorn signifies the fulfillment of materialistic ambitions, and promotes the desire for materialistic growth.

z. Negatively, Jupiter in Capricorn may indicate that one places all his hopes is the “world, the flesh and the devil”.
